CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
FEBRUARY 25, 2014

The Council of the City of Fulton, Missouri, met in regular session
on Tuesday, February 25, 2014, in the Council Chambers of City Hall
located at 18 E. 4th Street. Present and presiding were LeRoy D. Benton
Mayor; William R. Johnson, Director of Administration; Carolyn L.
Laswell, City Clerk; and Steve Myers, Police Chief. The meeting was
called to order by Mayor Benton at 6:30 p.m. Roll call was taken by
the City Clerk and members of the council present were Cannell;
Chailland; Pace; Rehklau; Shiverdecker; Vaughn; and West. Absent was
councillman Moore. Also present were Matt Harline, Assistant Director
of Administration; Les Hudson, Code Enforcement; Darrell Dunlap,
Superintendent of Utilities; Kathy Holschlag, Chief Financial
Officer; Greg Hayes, City Engineer; Dean Buffington, Fire Chief;
Michelle Frazee, Human Resources Director; Clay Caswell, Parks and
Recreation Director; Samantha Bedsworth, Purchasing Agent; J. C.
Miller, Solid Waste Manager; Pastor Bruce Williamson; Garry Vaught;
Terry Traeder; Eric Burks; Bobby Washington; Dean Asher, Reporter for
THE FULTON SUN; and Jeremy Polston and Darin Wernig, Audio/Video.

INVOCATION:

Invocation was given by Pastor Bruce Williamson.
COMMENTS FROM VISITORS:

Mayor Benton asked i1f there was anyone present who wished to
address the council that was not listed on tonight®s agenda to
please come to the podium and state their name, address and area of
concern. There were none.

MINUTES:

The council meeting minutes for January 28, 2014 were presented for
approval .

Motion was offered by Councilman Cannell and seconded by Councilwoman
Rehklau that council meeting minutes for January 28, 2014 be approved
as presented. Motion carried with seven members of the council voting
in favor and one member (Moore) absent.

The council meeting minutes for February 11th, 2014 were presented for
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approval.

Motion was offered by Councilman Cannell and seconded by Councilwoman
Rehklau that council meeting minutes for February 11th, 2014 be
approved as presented. Motion carried with seven members of the
council voting in favor and one member (Moore) absent.

FINANCIALS:

Financials for January were presented for approval and Kathy
Holschlag, Chief Financial Officer, was present to answer any
questions from the council.

She reported the 2013 sales tax revenues are up 2.75% over 2012.

After some discussion and review, motion was offered by Councilman
West and seconded by Councilman Chailland to accept the Financial
Statements for the month of January as presented. Motion carried with
seven members of the council voting in favor and one member (Moore)
absent.

DIRECTOR OF ADMINISTRATION REPORT FOR JANUARY:

The Director of Administration Report for January were presented to
the council for review. Bill Johnson said he or any of the department
heads at this meeting would answer any questions from the council.

Upon review, motion was offered by Councilman West and seconded by
Councilman Chailland to accept the Director of Administration Reports
for January as presented. Motion carried with seven members of the
council voting in favor and one member (Moore) absent.

NEW BUSINESS:

a) Garry Vaught, representing the Brick District, will discuss
Morels and Micro-brew Festival.

Garry addressed the council by saying the festival would be held in
conjunction with Alumni Weekend at Westminster College and William
Woods University on April 26'". There will be shuttles available from
the colleges to the Downtown Brick District.
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After some discussion, motion as offered by Councilman Vaughn and
seconded by Councilwoman Pace to grant permission for this request.
Motion carried with seven members of the council voting in favor and
one member (Moore) absent.

b) Eric Burks will discuss holding a Mountain Bike Race on city
property on April 26 from 11:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m., in conjunction
with the Morels and Micro-brew Festival.

Eric Burks said this proposed race would be held on city property
located behind the Water Treatment Plant at the end of State Street
by Seaman Park.

The city told him he must obtain a Hold Harmless Agreement and an
Insurance Policy on the city for this event.

After some discussion, motion was offered by Councilman West and
seconded by Councillman Chailland to grant this request contingent upon
obtaining the Hold Harmless Agreement and the issuance of an insurance
policy. Motion carried with seven members voting in favor and one
member (Moore) absent.

c) Clay Caswell, Parks & Recreation Director, will discuss with the
council, a Golf Cart Lease Proposal.

Clay referred to the hand-out that was included in the council packet
and much discussion followed.

Motion was offered by Councilman Chailland and seconded by Councilman
West to make a recommendation, to have the administration draft a
Resolution and bring back some financial figures from various golf
courses to the next council meeting. Motion carried with seven members
of the council voting in favor and one member (Moore) absent.

d) Update on the proposed Splash-Pad Project at Memorial Park.
Clay Caswell said he should have the final design and costs by the next

city council meeting and he estimated the project to be approximately
$160,000 to $230,000.
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e) Update on the Warehouse Project.
Greg Hayes, City Engineer said he met with the architects on February
14" | and they all agreed with the drawings and a set of revised
drawings will be given to the city next week.

) Update on the 7% Street Bridge Construction Project.

Greg Hayes said that MoDot has approved the plans and he gave an
estimated project schedule.

March 9% - Advertising for Bid
April 9% - Bid Opening
April 15 - Bring Resolution of desired Bidder to council for

final approval.
g) Update on the Sewer Plant Project.

Darrell Dunlap, Superintendent of Utilities, said that technical
schematics for the Environmental Protection Agency mandated updates
to the city’s wastewater treatment facility are 90% done.

h) Update from Wayne Chailland, council liaison, to the Airport
Advisory Board meeting held on Monday, February 3.

Councillman Chailland said the board discussed the 2016 City Budget for
Capital Improvement Project and the city has $165,000 in this budget
for the design of Runway 06-24.

Greg Hayes said the agreements have all been signed and the consultant
will be performing the survey and design work as soon as the weather
improves on this Runway 06-24 project.

March 15 is Spring Clean-up Day at the Airport and on May 17 is the
Annual Pancake Breakfast.

Other i1tems discussed were fuel sales; air field lighting; hangar
updates; and AWOS System discussion.

1) Update from Greg Hayes, to the Traffic Commission meeting held
on Tuesday, February 18%.
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Greg Hayes said the commission discussed parking at the corner of
Hickman at West 7" Street and decided to paint yellow striping sixty
feet from the corner.

Also discussed was Parking Lot Snow Events, noting that street crews
need to not pile plowed snow In unoccupied parking spaces;
discussed aging Traffic Signals around town; and Police Chief Steve
Myers asked the Commission to review the pedestrian crossing and
timing at the intersection of St. Louis & Bluff for future
discussion.

J) Update from Richard Vaughn, council liaison, to the Historic
Preservation Commission meeting held on Tuesday, February 18%.

Councilman Vaughn reported the commission discussed the historical
markers on Stinson Creek Trail and in March some of the members will
mark the exact location to place these markers.

An update on the DREAM Project was given by David McDaniel and he said
there is now a website at modream.org.

The commission would like to simplify the current Historic
Preservation Ordinance and then present to the City Council.

They discussed the deadline for ideas on the Rock Barn; and about the
commission acting as a Certified Local Government.

k) Update from Richard Vaughn, council liaison to the Utility Board
held on Monday, February 24%.

The board reviewed and discussed the proposed amendments to the current
Shut-off Policy, and i1t will be brought back to the board at the next
meeting for further review and discussion with Bill Johnson.

Darrell announced that an Open House at the Sewer Plant is scheduled
for Saturday, April 5%; he gave an update on natural gas and the cost
is $6.06 per unit; and on the Smart Grid, in February all electric,
gas and water checked out in the test area city-wide.

1) Update from Mayor Benton on the Human Rights Commission meeting
held on Monday, February 24%.
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The commission discussed Fulton Fair Housing Month and having a speaker
from the Missouri Commission on Human Rights. They told the Deputy
City Clerk that they would be able to assist in obtaining a speaker.

Mayor Benton invited the commission members to attend a Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual & Transgender training program at the Missouri School for the
Deaf on March 11,

The commission discussed the Poster Contest for this year and the
Deputy City Clerk will revise the form for 2014 and will have the forms
ready by March 14™. There will be three different age groups for
school students and prize money was discussed. Chris Hammann agreed
to make a contribution toward the prize money.

Chris will contact the Fulton Housing Authority and ask if they would
like to participate again this year.

The Jane-Bierdeman-Fike Humanitarian Award ceremony will be held on
March 29", 2014 at 6:00 p.m. at the Backer Dining Hall, on the campus
of Westminster College. Tickets are available at the Chamber office
and all proceeds go to CARDV.

OLD BUSINESS:

The council discussed that the two meetings in April would be changed
to Tuesday, April 15" (due to the election laws), and the second
meeting would be on Tuesday, April 22" as there is a City Manager’s
Conference on April 29%.

Motion was offered by Councilman Chailland and seconded by Councilman
West to approve this change as presented. Motion carried with seven
members of the council voting in favor and one member (Moore) absent.

Mayor Benton recessed the council at 7:50 p.m. and the council
reconvened at 7:58 p.m.

ORDINANCES:
Bill No. 1399 was presented for Second Reading by Councilman Vaughn.

BILL NO. 1399 — An Ordinance Allowing “The Show Me
Green Sales Tax Holiday” to apply to the local sales taxes of the City
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of Fulton, Missouri, between April 19% and April 25, 2014.
(Copy 1s i1ncluded in the official Ordinance Book)

Motion was offered by Councilman Vaughn and seconded by Councilman
Chailland to place Bill No. 1399 for Third Reading at this council
meeting. Motion carried with six members of the council voting in
favor; one member (Shiverdecker) abstained; and one member (Moore)
absent.

Bill No. 1399 was read for the third time by Councilman Vaughn.

Motion was offered by Councilman Vaughn and seconded by Councilman
Chailland to place Bill No. 1399 for final passage at this council
meeting. Motion carried with six members of the council voting in
favor; one member (Shiverdecker) abstained; and one member (Moore)
absent.

Roll call vote of members of the council were as follows: Chailland,
yes; Pace, yes; Rehklau, yes; Shiverdecker, abstained; Vaughn, yes;
West, yes; and Cannell, yes. Bill No. 1399 having received the
affirmative vote of seven members of the council; one member
(Shiverdecker) abstained; and one member (Moore) absent; was declared
passed by the President of the Council.

Bill No. 1400 was presented for Second Reading by Councilman Chailland.

Bill No. 1400 — An Ordinance Authorizing the Mayor, on behalf of
the City of Fulton, to execute a Contract between the City and the
Missouri Highway & Transportation Commission State Block Grant
Agreement, authorizing federal non-primary Entitlement Funds to
secure funding for the design activities to rehabilitate Runway 06-24
for a total Project Design cost to the City in the amount of $8,002.00
(Copy is included in the official Ordinance Book).

Motion was offered by Councilman Chailland and seconded by Councilman
West to place Bill No. 1400 for Third Reading at this council meeting.
Motion carried with seven members of the council voting in favor and
one member (Moore) absent.

Bill No. 1400 was read for the third time by Councilman Chailland.

Motion was offered by Councilman Chailland and seconded by Councilman
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West to place Bill No. 1400 for final passage at this council meeting.
Motion carried with seven members of the council voting in favor, and
one member (Moore) absent.

Roll call vote of members of the council were as follows: Pace, yes;
Rehklau, yes; Shiverdecker, yes; Vaughn, yes; West, yes; Cannell, yes;
and Chailland, yes. Bill No. 1400 having received the affirmative vote
of seven members of the council and one member (Moore) absent, was
declared passed by the President of the Council.

APPOINTMENTS:

Mayor Benton said he had no appointments to be presented for
approval at this council meeting.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:

The Annual City Employee Picnic will be held on Friday, May 9™, 2014
at Memorial Park, for all current employees, councilmembers, and
retirees.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Mayor Benton said there was a need for an Executive Session at this
council meeting for the purpose to discuss or deal with lease, purchase
or sale of real estate. Motion was offered by Councilman Chailland and
seconded by Councilman West to enter Executive Session. Motion
carried with seven members of the council voting in favor and one member
(Moore) absent.

Roll call vote of members of the council were as follows: Rehklau,
yes; Shiverdecker, yes; Vaughn, yes; West, yes; Cannell, yes;
Chailland, yes; Pace, yes; and one member (Moore) absent.

The council entered Executive Session at 8:07 p.m.
Motion was offered by Councilman Chailland and seconded by Councilman
Vaughn to exit Executive Session. Motion carried with seven members

of the council voting in favor and one member (Moore) absent.

Roll call vote of members of the council were as follows:
Shiverdecker, yes; Vaughn, yes; West, yes; Cannell, yes; Chailland,
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yes; Pace, yes; Rehklau, yes; and one member (Moore) absent.
The council exited Executive Session at 8:10 p.m.

Motion was offered by Councilman West and seconded by Councilwoman
Rehklau to refuse the Offer to Purchase of the old Police Department
on Market Street. Motion carried with seven members of the council
voting In favor and one member (Moore) absent.

ADJOURNMENT :

There being no further business to come before the council, motion
was offered by Councilman Chailland and seconded by Councilman West
to adjourn this meeting. Motion carried with seven members of the
council voting in favor, one councilmember (Moore) absent, and the
meeting adjourned at 8:14 p.m.
