
CITY COUNCIL MINUTES 
MAY 24, 2016 

 
The Council of the City of Fulton, Missouri, met in Regular Session on Tuesday, May 24, 2016, in the Council 
Chambers of City Hall located at 18 E. 4th Street. Present and presiding were: LeRoy D. Benton, Mayor; 
William R. Johnson, Director of Administration; Courtney Crowson, City Clerk; and Steve Myers, Chief of 
Police. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Benton at 6:30 p.m. Roll call was taken by the City Clerk, 
and members of the council present were: Chailland; Gray; Rehklau; Shiverdecker; Vaughn; and West. 
Absent were Councilmembers Cannell and Moore. Also present were: Kathy Holschlag, Chief Financial 
Officer; Darrell Dunlap, Superintendent of Utilities; Kyle Bruemmer, Interim City Engineer; Les Hudson, 
Planning & Protective Services Director; Todd Farley, Fire Chief; Clay Caswell, Parks & Recreation Director; 
J.C. Miller, Solid Waste Manager; Rob Barnes, Assistant Director of Administration; Samantha Bedsworth, 
Purchasing Agent; Michelle Maupin, Human Resources Director; Pastor Bruce Williamson; Debbie LaRue;

INVOCATION: 
Invocation was given by Pastor Williamson. 
 
COMMENTS FROM VISITORS: 
Mayor Benton asked any attendees not listed on tonight’s agenda, but whom wished to address the 
Council, to please come to the podium, state their name, address and area of concern, and to keep 
comments under five (5) minutes. There were none. 
 
PRESENTATION AND APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES FOR APRIL 26, 2016, AND MAY 10, 2016: 
The council meeting minutes for April 26, 2016, were presented for approval.  
 
Motion was offered by Councilman Chailland and seconded by Councilman West to approve the council 
meeting minutes for April 26, 2016, as presented. Motion carried with six members of the council voting in 
favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
The council meeting minutes for May 10, 2016, were presented for approval. 
 
Motion was offered by Councilman Shiverdecker and seconded by Councilman Vaughn to approve the 
council meeting minutes for May 10, 2016, as presented. Motion carried with six members of the council 
voting in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
FINANCIAL REPORT FOR THE MONTH OF APRIL: 
The Financial Report for the month of April 2016 was presented for acceptance, and Kathy Holschlag, Chief 
Financial Officer, was present to answer any questions from the council.   
 
Holschlag stated the first three months of 2016 sales tax have been recorded and are ahead 2% in 
comparison to this period in 2015. Holschlag also noted April was a three payroll month, and expenses 
were higher accordingly. 
 
Upon review, motion was offered by Councilman West and seconded by Councilwoman Rehklau to accept 
the Financial Report for the month of April 2016 as presented. Motion carried with six members of the  
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council voting in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
 a.  Approval of the revised Right of Way Permit Application and Guidelines. 
 
Interim City Engineer, Kyle Bruemmer, explained how the revised permit would streamline the process and 
will require commercial contractors to submit written status reports and remain in good standing with City 
of Fulton. Much discussion followed.  
 
Motion was offered by Councilman West and seconded by Councilman Chailland to accept the permit and 
guidelines as presented. Motion carried with six members of the council voting in favor, and two members 
(Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
 a. Debbie LaRue of the Brick District was present to request permission for a liquor license for 
  the Brick District Playhouse. LaRue also requested permission to hold the “Broadway on the 
  Bricks” event on July 1, 2016, from noon to 11:00 p.m. 
 
LaRue informed the council that the Brick District Board must come before the City Council in order to 
receive permission to apply for liquor license due to the establishment’s close proximity to a church. LaRue 
noted that all tenants and property owners within 100 feet had been notified of the Brick District Board’s 
intentions to apply for a liquor license and the board had personally discussed the matter with the 
neighboring churches. LaRue specified that the Brick District Playhouse will host a variety of events in the 
future and would like the ability to serve alcohol in conjunction with these events; the Playhouse will not be 
a bar. 
 
LaRue also informed the council of the July 1, 2016, event and need for street closures downtown. The 
Mayor has been invited to “light” the new Playhouse sign following an evening of music. LaRue said she 
believes this will be a great opportunity for our community to gather for the Fourth of July weekend, and 
provides an event for people who remain in town for the holiday.  
 
Following some discussion, motion was offered by Councilman Shiverdecker and seconded by 
Councilwoman Rehklau to approve both the liquor license and event requests as presented. Motion carried 
with six members of the council voting in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
 b. Lin Diekamp requested permission to hold the 46th

Chief Myers stated he had reviewed the proposed route and did not believe there would be any issues. The 
submitted request also noted that no officers would be needed for the event. Motion was offered by 
Councilman Shiverdecker and seconded by Councilman Chailland to approve the request as presented. 
Motion carried with six members of the council voting in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent.

 c. Council Meeting dates for September and December 2016 were discussed. 
 
Councilman West noted that the first September meeting falls during the week of the Missouri Municipal 
League Annual Conference, and the council typically has only one meeting in December.  
 
Motion was offered by Councilman West and seconded by Councilman Chailland to have only one meeting 
during the months of September and December. West clarified that these meetings would follow the 
standard agenda for the second meeting of the month, and the meeting dates will be September 27, 2016, 
and December 20, 2016. Motion carried with six members of the council voting in favor, and two members 
(Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
 d. Discussion and approval of the 2016 Asphalt Overlay Project. 
 
Kyle Bruemmer reviewed the proposed overlay projects and noted that some streets would be addressed 
as a preventative measure, rather than reparative. Bruemmer also explained the possibility of piggy-backing 
onto a contract Callaway County has in place for their road repair with costs around $1.60 per square yard. 
Bruemmer will have further information concerning the county contract/project as it becomes available. 
 
Following much discussion, motion was offered by Councilman West and seconded by Councilman Vaughn 
to accept the list of Asphalt Overlay Projects as presented. Motion carried with six members of the council 
voting in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
COUNCIL CONCERNS: 
Mayor Benton addressed each councilmember. 
 
Councilwoman Gray had many questions regarding the monthly report of the Director of Administration. 
 
Councilman Vaughn stated he had received calls of concern in regards to the upcoming Fourth of July. He 
asked that the police patrol neighborhoods to keep an eye on fireworks and potential hazards. 
 
Councilman Vaughn also thanked Planning & Protective Services Director, Les Hudson, for issuing letters for 
code violations and to Traffic Supervisor, Jason Woods, for his assistance with the placement of the Purple 
Heart road signs.  
 
RESOLUTIONS: 
There were no Resolutions to be presented at this meeting. 
 
ORDINANCES: 

EMERGENCY 
Bill No. 1451, an emergency ordinance, was presented for First Reading by Councilman Shiverdecker.  
 
 a. Bill No. 1451: An Ordinance declaring City property to be surplus property, authorizing its  
  sale, and establishing an effective date. 
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Motion was offered by Councilman Shiverdecker and seconded by Councilman Vaughn to place Bill No. 
1451 for Second Reading at tonight’s council meeting. Motion carried with six members of the council 
voting in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
Councilman West stated he did not believe this bill meets the need for an emergency ordinance. Following 
much discussion, the council proceeded forward with second reading with the intent to approve the 
ordinance at the following meeting. 
 
Bill No. 1451 was presented for Second Reading by Councilman Shiverdecker. 
 
Motion was offered by Councilman Shiverdecker and seconded by Councilman Vaughn to place Bill No. 
1451 for Third Reading at the next regularly scheduled council meeting. Motion carried with six members of 
the council voting in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 

FIRST READING 
 

Bill No. 1452 was presented for First Reading by Councilman Vaughn. 
 
 a. Bill No. 1452: An Ordinance establishing a lead ban in public and private drinking water 
  plumbing, establishing an effective date, and amending the Code of the City of Fulton,  
  Chapter Eighteen (18), Article VI. “Plumbing Code”, Section 18-134 to incorporate said lead  
  ban into the Code of the City of Fulton. 
 
Motion was offered by Councilman Vaughn and seconded by Councilman Shiverdecker to table Bill No. 
1452 until further clarification can be made on the restrictions this ordinance will place on homeowners. 
Motion carried by confirmation of the Mayor. 
 
Bill No. 1453 was presented for First Reading by Councilman West. 
 
 b. Bill No. 1453: An Ordinance authorizing amendments to the City of Fulton budget for the  
  fiscal year 2015 as outlined by Article VIII, Financial Procedure, Section 8.8, Amendments  
  after Adoption, Paragraph (C), Transfer of Appropriations, Fulton City Charter, and  
  establishing an effective date. 
 
Motion was offered by Councilman West and seconded by Councilman Shiverdecker to place Bill No. 1453 
for Second Reading at the next regularly scheduled council meeting. Motion carried with six members of 
the council voting in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 

SECOND READING 
 

Bill No. 1449 was presented for Second Reading by Councilwoman Rehklau. 
 
 a. Bill No. 1449: An Ordinance incorporating certain territory known as 4978 Co. Rd.  
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 304 into the corporate limits of the City of Fulton, Missouri, establishing an initial zoning, 

and establishing an effective date. 
 
Motion was offered by Councilwoman Rehklau and seconded by Councilman Vaughn to place Bill No. 1449 
for Third Reading at tonight’s council meeting. Motion carried with six members of the council voting in 
favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
Bill No. 1449 was presented for Third Reading by Councilwoman Rehklau. 
 
Motion was offered by Councilwoman Rehklau and seconded by Councilman Shiverdecker to place Bill No. 
1449 for Final Passage at tonight’s council meeting. Motion carried with six members of the council voting 
in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
Roll call vote of the members of the council was as follows: Chailland, YES; Gray, YES; Rehklau, YES; 
Shiverdecker, YES; Vaughn, YES; West, YES. Bill No. 1449, having received the affirmative vote of six 
members of the council, was declared passed by the President of the Council. 
 
 
Bill No. 1450 was presented for Second Reading by Councilman Chailland. 
 
 a. Bill No. 1450: An Ordinance incorporating certain territory, as requested by H.L.W. Builders 
  Inc., into the corporate limits of the City of Fulton, Missouri, establishing an initial zoning,  
  and establishing an effective date. 
 
Motion was offered by Councilman Chailland and seconded by Councilman Shiverdecker to place Bill No. 
1450 for Third Reading at tonight’s council meeting. Motion carried with six members of the council voting 
in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
Bill No. 1450 was presented for Third Reading by Councilman Chailland. 
 
Motion was offered by Councilman Chailland and seconded by Councilman Shiverdecker to place Bill No. 
1450 for Final Passage at tonight’s council meeting. Motion carried with six members of the council voting 
in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
Roll call vote of the members of the council was as follows: Gray, NO; Rehklau, YES; Shiverdecker, YES; 
Vaughn, YES; West, YES; Chailland YES. Bill No. 1450, having received the affirmative vote of five members 
of the council, was declared passed by the President of the Council. 
 
MONTHLY REPORT OF THE DIRECTOR OF ADMINISTRATION FOR APRIL: 
The Director of Administration Report for April was presented to the council for review. Mayor Benton 
noted that any department heads at this meeting were available to answer questions from the council. 
 
Following some discussion, motion was offered by Councilman Shiverdecker and seconded by  
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Councilwoman Rehklau to accept the Report of the Director of Administration for April as presented. 
Motion carried with six members of the council voting in favor, and two members (Cannell, Moore) absent. 
 
BOARD AND COMMISSION MEETING REPORTS: 
 a. Councilwoman Rehklau, liaison to the Historic Preservation Commission, provided an 
  overview of the meeting held May 17, 2016. 

b. Darrel Dunlap, Superintendent of Utilities, provided an overview of the meeting held May   
 23, 2016. Dunlap noted that new LED bulbs had been placed at the corner of East Fifth  
 Street and Court Street near Brooklyn Pizza, and encouraged the council to observe them. 
 Dunlap also informed the council of a possible fee increase in relation to the City’s  
 purchased power. Dunlap will keep the council informed as more information becomes  
 available. 

 
APPOINTMENTS: 
Mayor Benton said he did not have any appointments to be presented at this council meeting. 
 
ANNOUNCEMENTS: 
 a. The City of Moberly will host the next MML Central Division Meeting on Wednesday, June 1,
